70 Firebird, 71 AAR Cuda, 71 Formula 400, 71 Road-
runner.

The Four Queens Silver Strike Slot Tournament was held at the Four Queens Casino 
and Hotel. 

February, 2011: 

Sunshine Mint has all rights to the Silver Strike program. As the El Cortez starts cele-
brating their 70th anniversary in May they planned on having two silver strike ma-
chines with four new house strikes and a red cap by June 2011 for CC&GTCC con-
vention. Sunshine has been talking with the Mirage and Circus Circus about the instal-
lation of Silver Strike machines. 

It was announced that the Four Queens will have two red caps and two strikes to be 
available the Wednesday before St. Patrick’s Day.
